Article 5: Financial agreements
- Tuition:

+ Party A shall collect for tuition fee in stage one.
+ Party B shall collect _____ USD per year for tuition (which has been included the 
cost of issuing student’s residence card, dormitory expenses for two semesters except 
for the dormitory expenses on summer and winter holiday). In addition, the students 
shall pay for insurance, and teaching materials.
- The tuition fees shall be paid in academic year, once on the first day of admission.
- The two parties have mutually agreed that the tuition fees shall be only for the 
purpose of education, not for financial allocations, asset clearance, and risk settlements. 
Article 6: The duration for the agreements shall be valid for a period of ___ years.

Article 7: Condition for termination of the Agreement:

With mutual consent, this agreement may be amended at any appropriate time, and 
may be terminated with a minimum of six months in written notice.
Article 8: Other relevant articles which have not been mentioned in the agreements 
shall be observed by the parties on the basis of Taiwan’s rules, laws and 
licensing authority.
Article 9: The agreements may be modified, extended on the basis of mutual 
agreement in writing and approved by licensing authority before its execution.
Article 10: Any disputes shall be settled through negotiations.
Article 11: The agreement will become effective on the date of signature.
